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Preventive Services
Did you know that, according to Medicare.gov, there are at least 28 types of Preventive Services covered by Medicare Part B to help you stay healthy, detect health problems early, and prevent certain diseases. 

Preventive services include exams, shots, lab tests, and screenings, as well as your Annual Wellness Visit with your Primary Care Physician. They also include programs for health monitoring, and counseling and education to help you take care of your own health.

The great majority of these do not involve any out-of-pocket expenses (cost-sharing) to the beneficiary. This is true for both Original Medicare and Medicare Advantage plans. Your plan’s coverage rules may apply. 

 Original Medicare: 
· You pay nothing (no deductible or coinsurance) for most preventive services when you see a participating Medicare provider. 

Medicare Advantage Plans: 
· You pay nothing when seeing an in-network provider for preventive services that are covered with zero cost-sharing by Original Medicare. 
· Advantage Plans could, however, charge you for preventive services that Medicare does not cover with zero cost-sharing. 
· During your preventive care, should your doctor discover and need to investigate or treat a new or existing problem, this additional care is considered diagnostic, and you may be billed for any diagnostic care you receive.
