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Medicare Supplement Insurance (Medigap) 

Did you know that you can buy extra insurance from a private insurance company to help pay for your of Medicare costs? However, you can only purchase Medigap insurance if you are enrolled in both Medicare Part A and Part B (Original Medicare).

Other Details: 
· You must already have Original Medicare Parts A & B
· If you have a Medicare Advantage Plan, you cannot purchase and don’t need a Medigap policy
· A Medigap policy covers only one person
· A Medigap policy helps pay your “share of cost” expenses not covered by Parts A or B such as copayments, coinsurance and deductibles
· Medigap policies are renewed automatically, if premiums are paid

There are 10 different Medigap plans, which are named by letters:
A, B, C, D, F, G, K, L, M, N. The cost of premiums is the only difference between these plans with the same letter.
